•	 Fitting of soft and RGP contact lenses for all types of refractive errors, presbyopia and 
aphakia

•	 Specialty contact lens fitting such as Rose K, Kerasoft and scleral lenses for 
keratoconus,Pellucid marginal degeneration and post surgical contact lens fittings

•	 Independent contact lens practice under the guidance of experienced professionals
•	 Presenting and writing case reports related to contact lens physiology and pathology

The training will be for a total duration of two years, divided into four distinct phases. 

Phase 1: Combination of didactic and clinical education on various aspects of contact lens

Phases 3& 4: Independent practice of contact lenses at two secondary centers, each for 
six months’ duration
